● Countries?  Countries/states?
● Countries/districts (W5, W1, etc)?
● 1935 - W1CBD article in QST
● 1937, DXCC starts
● 1941, off the air
● 1947, award “starts over”
● Continues ...
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● W1CBD - “entities”
● Most are countries as you'd expect
● Some are counters because they are 

separated from their parent entity by land or 
water – think VP6, FO/c

● Others are political separation – FP/F
● Special areas – 4U1UN, 4U1ITU
● Rules at ARRL.org
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● 338 current entities
● 329 needed for DXCC Honor Roll
● 396 total entities, including “deleted” (K6ZO)
